Why is Girl Scout Camp Important?

Girl Scout camp provides a magical place where girls try new things in a safe, non-threatening environment.
Girl Scout camp is a community of friends where girls feel a sense of belonging and build relationships.
Girl Scout camp gives girls an opportunity to gain skills and values to handle the challenges of adulthood.

All Girls Are Welcome! Every registered Girl Scout is welcome to attend any overnight camp. Day Camps can also be
attended by non-registered girls (with priority given to registered Girl Scouts). All camps are open to all girls regardless of race, creed, or
color. Because Girl Scouts registered with GSEOK participate in product sale programs, they receive an added benefit of discounted
rates for Resident Camp sessions.

Cookies and Cam P: After selling 50 boxes of cookies, girls begin accruing Cookie Credit of 30 cents per box on all boxes of
cookies sold. Cookie Credit cannot be used to pay any of the $25.00 non-refundable registration fee. When you have sold 700 boxes, you
have earned enough Cookie Credit to attend one regular session of Resident Camp absolutely FREE!

Cam P Fees: Muchofthe camping costs are underwritten by cookie sales. Generally, the fees GSEOK members pay only

cover about 60% of the full cost of a camp program. Fees paid to attend camp are applied to the cost of food; program supplies and
equipment; camper accident and sickness insurance; staff salaries and benefits; and utilities. Fees for specialty programs may be higher
to allow for special equipment or services. The balance of your camp fee is due at the Tulsa Girl Scout Service Center FOUR WEEKS
before the session begins. VISA/MasterCard/Discover cards are also accepted.

T\/peS of Cam P: Girls can experience campingin a variety of settings. Day Camp sessions do not involve overnight camping.
Resident Camp is an individual overnight experience that can be from one night up to multiple nights. Core Camping is also an overnight
experience, but girls attend as a group with their family or troop.

American Camp Association: The camps hosted by Girl Scouts of Eastern Oklahoma are accredited by the American
- Camp Association. This means that they voluntarily allow its Day and Resident Camping practices to be compared and
W ““““““ evaluated with up to 300 standards established by camping professionals. Courts of law and government regulators
W;;;;;% recognize ACA Standards as valid standards in the camping industry. Atleast once every three years, an outside team

of trained professionals observes camps in session to verify compliance with standards for health, safety, and program
quality. Accreditation assures parents that camp practices are comparable with national standards and go a step beyond many state
and federal laws. Only 30 percent of an estimated 850 Day and Resident Camps seek this accreditation. For more information, visit
www.acacamps.org.

Cam P Staff Members for aca accredited camps are carefully selected and attend up to two weeks of training prior to
the summer camp season. All staff meets the age and skill certification standards required by Girl Scouts of the USA (GSUSA). Work
history and personal references are checked on each employee. Criminal background checks are conducted prior to employment as
well as placement as a volunteer. Pre-employment and random drug screenings are conducted throughout the summer for Resident
Camp staff.

Short term and full term staff positions are available. See page 91 for a Day Camp Volunteer Application and pages 83-84 for a Resident
Camp Staff Application.

Host Famlly Opportu Nities: You can be aHost Family for one weekend, or for the entire summer. When our international
staff members arrive, they will need someone to meet them at the airport and a place to stay for a few days until camp staff training
starts. Once camp has started, they will also need someone to pick them up and house them on the weekends between camp sessions.
If you apply to be a Host Family, you may be selected to participate in this great culture-sharing opportunity! The Host Family application
can be requested from the Council Service Center, or downloaded from our website at www.GirlScoutsEastOk.org under the Resident
Camp link.

Getting Ready for Camp

What Do Girls Like about Girl Scout Camp?

Girl Scout camp is a place where lifelong friendships begin.
Girl Scout camp is a place to explore the joy of camping and discover independence.

Girl Scout camp is a place to experience new adventures that expand self-confidence and create new dreams.

Girls can experience camp in various settings. If this will be your first summer to camp overnight (Resident Camp), you may want to
consider some preparation that might help make your camp experience more fun and rewarding.

Talk with your pa rents about CaMmp. Discuss what camp will be like. Camp has a routine and daily schedule that
may not be anything like your schedule at home. Consider role-playing anticipated camp situations, such as using a flashlight to find the
bathroom at night. Will you be comfortable sleeping in an area with other girls, knowing that your counselors are nearby? If you take part
in the decision-making process, you build toward a positive experience.

Think of campasa lea rning experience. While you are away for a week, or even three days, you can develop a

stronger sense of self, make new friends, develop social skills, learn teamwork, and use your creativity for projects and problem solving.

Have realistic expectations. The purpose of camp is to have fun and learn something new - not to earn badges.
Remember that not every moment of camp will be filled with excitement. Just like at home, there are chores (called kapers) to be taken
care of each day.

Cam P is not home-sweet-home. some girls may experience homesickness once they are at camp. If possible, visit
the camp ahead of time. Camp Tallchief and Camp Wah-Shah-She hold Open House events for parents and campers, before summer
camp begins.

Expected Cam per Behavior: ai camps practice a ‘Zero Tolerance’ approach to all types of violence and bullying. Al
campers are expected to demonstrate behavior that respects the rights of others. Campers are instructed to speak out if they see or
feel that someone is not being treated appropriately. All campers are expected to abide by the Girl Scout Promise and Law. Campers
exhibiting inappropriate behavior will be sent home WITH NO REFUND.

Nestled in the Osage Hills near Sand Springs, Camps Tallchief

and Swannie provide the perfect setting for girls to have the
traditional summer camp experience. Resident Camping is
Council-sponsored, and the Council provides the total staff,
equipment, facilities, and site. Resident Camping is an individual
girl activity where a girl spends two to thirteen days living at our
beautiful camps on Zink Ranch. You will sleep in a cabin, lodge,
tent, bunkhouse, or yurt - depending upon your age and program
selection. Kapers (daily chores) such as setting the dining hall
tables and cleaning the latrines are part of each day’s activities

to help you develop a sense of responsibility, community, and
appreciation for keeping the camp neat and tidy. With the guidance
of the unit staff, you will help plan portions of

each day’s activities throughout the session. Camp activities are
tailored to your age and camping experience. Each session offers
specific activities and some are strictly limited to age and skill level.
Check the session descriptions for those that fit your interests,
grade, and abilities.

Living Arrangements

To meet GSUSA requirements and to provide maximum supervi-
sion, counselors sleep in close but separate quarters from the
campers. Sleeping arrangements will vary depending on which
session and program you attend.

ACCOMMODATIONS AT CAMP TALLCHIEF:

The bottom level of the Tallchief Lodge has sleeping quarters
for 34 campers and 6 counselors.

There are 2 Outdoor Living Centers, which each consist of

4 cabins and a latrine/shower house. Each cabin sleeps

10 campers and shares a porch with the counselors’ quarters
which sleeps 2.

The bunkhouse (Chestnut) sleeps 20 campers and
4 counselors.

ACCOMMODATIONS AT CAMP SWANNIE:

The Sheriff’s Office accommodates 10 campers and
2 counselors.

The Hotel has sleeping quarters for 18 campers and
3 counselors.

The Newspaper Office accommodates 8 campers and
2 counselors.

There are a total of 6 Yurts. Four of the Yurts sleep 8 girls each,
while each of the remaining two Yurts house 2-4 counselors.

The Log Cabin has sleeping quarters for 16 campers and
4 counselors.

The Treehouse can accommodate 2 separate units. One side
has sleeping quarters for 16 campers and 4 counselors.
The other can house 12 campers and 4 counselors.

International Camp Staff: we have the benefit of a
multicultural atmosphere at camp. We hire camp staff from other
countries through international camp staffing agencies. These
counselors are eager to share their culture and learn about our
cultureinreturn.

The Camp Tallchief horseback riding program is designed to give girls entering grades 5-12 a working knowledge of horse and stable care,
arena and trail riding, and use and care of tack and other equipment. Our progressive program teaches riding “from the ground up - NOT
from the saddle down.” Each camper is required to learn and carry out certain ‘barn chores’. This type of involvement is important for you
to learn and accept the responsibilities of horse care and feeding, as well as proper grooming and saddling techniques.

S.0.A.R. Challenge Course

The Scout Outdoor Adventure Ranch (S.0.A.R.) Challenge Course is a series of activities that promote teambuilding and problem

solving skills within a group. The challenge course offers an experiential learning environment. A series of obstacles called “elements”
challenge the group to work together as a team in developing a solution. While the obstacles are perceived to be physically challenging,
any person willing to try can succeed through the cooperative efforts of the group. As your group conquers each element on the course,
they will learn about themselves and their relationships with others. In the Girl Scout program, we strive to help girls grow and develop
values, interpersonal relationships, social conscience and conviction about their own self worth. Learning these qualities has never been
so fun or exciting than through the S.O.A.R. program. The S.O.A.R. Challenge Course is a series of individual challenges and group problem
solving initiatives to develop trust, teamwork skills and individual confidence.

S.0.A.R. Challenge Course Philosophy: Each girl is encouraged to attempt each activity. With guidance and instruction, each activity
promotes self-confidence, group trust and equipment dependability. To effectively benefit from the program, we encourage the girls to
enter with a sense of adventure and willingness to experience new things. The “challenge by choice” concept is an initiative where each
girl decides on her level of participation and intensity according to her own individual needs. No one is ever required, forced or coerced to
do any activity.

Challenge Course Components: The Challenge Course is comprised of three areas: Games and Initiatives, Low Elements and High
Elements.

Refunds

Take time to explore
camp and enjoy the time with your group hassle-free. You will
sleep in platform tents, at the lodge, or set up your own tentsin

a primitive area. Meals are provided in the dining hall.

Fee per session: $35 per child, which includes use of the site
and facilities, meals, staffing, snacks, and a patch. ADULTS free of
charge for site and program fee; $15 per adult for meals.

Camping at Wah-Shah-She

Camp Wah-Shah-She consists of 524 acres nestled in the hills of
Osage County in northeastern Oklahoma, 14 miles southwest of
Bartlesville. Facilities include a cedar-log dining hall, group living
units, a swimming pool, private lake, administrative buildings,
archery range, nature study grove and other program areas.

The first campers to enjoy the hills and streams of Camp
Wah-Shah-She were the Osage Indians. The tribal land was
purchased in 1961 and called Wah-Shah-She, which means
“Osage” in the tribal tongue.

Living Arrangements

To meet GSUSA requirements and to provide maximum
supervision, troop leaders/adults in charge sleep in close but
separate quarters. Sleeping arrangements vary depending on
the session.

ACCOMMODATIONS AT CAMP WAH-SHAH-SHE:

The Lodge/Conference Center accommodates 16 campers and

4 troop leaders/adults in charge in 4-person bunkrooms on the
top level. The bottom level has a 4-person bunkroom, a 14-person
bunkroom, two 16-person bunkrooms, and a 22-person bunkroom
to accommodate up to 72 campers and Troop Leaders/adults.

There are 3 platform tent units, each with a pavilion and enclosed
storage room, covered patio and picnic tables, latrine, fire rings,
and shower house. Platform tents feature canvas walls that can be
rolled up and canvas ceilings, vinyl rain flys, wood floors, cots, and
mattresses. A central showerhouse is available nearby.

Wah-sabe (Bear) accommodates 32 people. It has two
cabins that sleep 4 Troop Leaders/adults in charge each and
6 platform tents that sleep 4 campers each.

Wapiti (EIk) accommodates 32 people. It has one cabin that
sleep 4 Troop Leaders/adults in charge and 7 platform tents
that sleep 4 campers each and one that sleeps 4 Troop
Leaders/adults in charge.

Ta (Deer) accommodates 28 people. It has 7 platform tents
that sleep 20-24 campers and 4-8 Troop Leaders/adults
incharge.

The Conestoga wagons accommodate 28 people. The unit
consists of a pavilion with a covered patio and picnic tables,
a storage shed, latring, and fire rings. Each wagon sleeps
4 people, has bunks with mattresses and storage space.

The Day Camp Area is a formal primitive area that accommodates
24-48 people. Round up tents are available and sleep 4-6 people
each. Participants provide personal cots or air mattresses. The
area consists of pavilion with a covered patio and enclosed storage
rooms, picnic tables, latrine, and fire rings. *Wah-Shah-She Day
Campers do not stay overnight.

Informal primitive areas can accommodate up to 300 participants.
Some areas have fire rings.
